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For the eighth consecutive year of operation, The Hope Alliance programs have expanded to provide 

humanitarian assistance to more individuals and their families than our previous years.  Most of our 

trips in the past have focused primarily on providing direct medical care to many remote villages. 

While these expeditions have added short term value to the communities and have been a positive  

experience for the expedition participants, they have lacked in the long term sustainability of the  

community. We are looking to expand our medical care and create health education programs that 

benefit and sustain the overall community. We are also fostering the development of a “humanitarian 

spirit” locally and globally in the minds of our expedition participants. We will continue to cooperate 

under the direction of the various local health ministries for surgical, dental, and vision clinics and in-

clude health education on each of our trips.  The total number of volunteer hours in 2007 reached 

12,736 hours. Volunteers continue to help our organization meet the goal of helping others create 

change in their own lives through long-term sustainable programs. 

Global Prosperity 

 

Muhammad Yunus said, that “empowerment rather than charity is the answer to solving the problems 

of poverty in the world.”  What I believe him to be saying is that we have the responsibility to aid peo-

ple in the developing world and provide them with the necessary tools that will lift them out of poverty.   

 

During 2008 The Hope Alliance expeditions will continue to work in helping villagers help themselves 

through three fundamental keys: education, access to healthcare and economic development (micro-

franchise).  It works in a way that everyone maintains their self-respect as they work their own way out 

of poverty.  Our mission is to carry back into their developing countries the social capital that individu-

als, companies and American corporations benefit through a social structure which is created by socio-

economic position.  This enables us to give back a small portion of that investment to underprivileged 

nations to create small social enterprises, proving that businesses with social objectives can and do 

work by providing low-cost high quality service where demand is unmet.    

 

Most of the developed world affluence can be attributed to the demand we place on low-cost goods that 

are obtained by using the underprivileged to manufacture goods that we consume at a low price.  The 

social capital that is available to individuals in developing countries is inadequate to generate the nec-

essary income to lift them out of a subsistence existence and ultimately out of extreme poverty.  

 

Most of the villagers are not poor because they are indolent.  Many work hard to provide the basic 

needs for their families; wants are not even in their thoughts and a subsistent life is all they know which 

means misery is optional.  In many societies, the living wage is less than $3 dollars per day where the 

jobs are agricultural or industrial production and only provide four to six months of income throughout 

the year necessitating that both husbands 

and wives work in order to survive.   

 

Dr. Muhammad Yunus said, “The future of 

the world lies in the hands of the market-

based social entrepreneurs.”  Poverty is not 

caused by the people but rather the system 

which is based on the social-political  

undercurrents that affect their economy.  

Understanding the people and their needs 

is essential to sustainable and economic 

development and creating solutions that 

alleviate the symptoms of poverty will  

provide people with the dignity to lift 

themselves out of poverty.

Bruce Powell, Immediate

Bruce has an MBA degree. He 

worked in construction 32 years 

ago. Later,  he  started Cannon 

Sales. The company is a specialty 

contractor supplying architectural 

finish items to the commercial construction industry.  They sell 

hundreds of finish items such as toilet accessories, marker 

boards, signage and window coverings that are used in com-

mercial construction. Cannon Sales is over forty years old and 

well know in the commercial construction industry. Bruce sold 

the company five years ago, but agreed to stay on as a consult-

ant for the company. He plans to stay there for a few more 

years. 

Bruce was asked to share something about his life that many of 

us may not know about. He served an LDS mission in Netza-

huacoyolt, Mexico. Since then he has had the opportunity to 

travel back to different areas of Mexico and get involved with 

several projects. He started an organization called Project 

Amigo in Colima, Mexico. The objective of this organization is 

helping the children in the community achieve their highest 

potential by providing services that will benefit their holistic 

growth.  He has since then worked with another organization 

called YouthLINC which exists to instill a humanitarian ser-

vice ethic in youth. This organization travels to Peru, Kenya, 

and Mexico and their activities include: construction, teaching, 

and medical clinics. Bruce has also worked with other Latin 

American projects in Guatemala, Peru, and Argentina. Along 

the way he has volunteered his time with a number of vision 

and dental clinics in these countries. The Hope Alliance is 

grateful for his insight and participation with the  El Estor, 

Guatemala project and The Health Teaching curriculum we 

will be starting there this year. 

Solomon Awan is one of the original 

Lost Boys from Duk Padiet, Sudan. He 

left Sudan in 1987 when he was 8 

years old. He said “every hour I didn’t 

know what would happen to me or 

what direction I was going”. Solomon 

believes that if he had been an adult, 

he never would have made it through 

those years. He walked with over 

20,000 lost boys to a Kenya refugee camp. During the first year 

he was there, he witnessed a great number of boys dying; either 

from health problems, malnutrition, and/or lack of will to sur-

vive any more.  

Solomon came to the United States in 2002 after going through 

an interview process at the refugee camp.  He attended the Hor-

zante School in Salt Lake City, Utah for his GED. In the fall of 

2002, he started college at Salt Lake Community College. He 

finished his prerequisites and applied to Westminster College. 

He also applied for the McNeir scholarship at the same time.  

He was accepted at the college and he also received a couple of 

scholarships. The rest of the money he needed for school ex-

penses was given to him by an anonymous donor.  Solomon 

graduated from Westminster College in May 2007 with a 

Bachelors degree in Business and a concentration in Finance. 

His immediate future plans are to return to Sudan to visit his 

mom and three sisters. He also wants to eventually build a 

school in his village. The Hope Alliance has facilitated an ex-

ploratory trip this month for Solomon and we look forward to 

helping him more in the future.

Interview with Susan Gutierrez: Hope Alliance expedition participant 

I am originally from Mexico and I have lived in the United States for 13 years. I know firsthand what it’s like to grow 

up in a country without access to decent medical care and how individuals are treated when they don’t have the in-

come to afford necessities for daily living. I broke my leg when I was in 4th (10 years old) grade. There were no ramps 

for wheelchairs and so my dad would bring me to school in the morning and carry me to my class; I would have to sit 

there all day until he came to pick me up after school. I had no access to a bathroom and everything I needed such as: 

school books, supplies, and food would have to be brought to me. This lasted for a couple of months and I still remem-

ber it as a painful and humiliating period in my life. When a person in my country needed to go to the hospital they 

would need to wait in the clinic/hospital/emergency room for the doctor to see them and sometimes there would be a 

long line of people with a long wait. A person would also have to pay a standard fee before they even saw a doctor. I 

have been very fortunate in my adult life. I live in the United States and I have a job with a steady income. I am cur-

rently at Westminster College and I have applied to the Nursing program. One of the reasons I wanted to go on the 

village medical assessment expedition to Guatemala in May 2007, is to give back to people I knew lived in some of 

the same conditions I had grown up in. Going on this trip made me more aware of how important education is when it 

comes to health. The language barriers were difficult, but it helped me to be more appreciative of what I have now and 

I wished I could do more for the people while I was there. I met a boy in the first village we were in – Sexon. Carlos’ 

mom had died from an infection after giving birth to him. He is living with his grandma and extended family. I noticed right away he was treated differ-

ently by the family; like an outcast. He looked like he was nine or ten years old, but I wasn’t sure. He would come up to me all the time and say “Hi”. It 

really touched my heart and I still wonder how he’s doing. When I think about Guatemala now, it holds a special place in my heart and I hope to return 

again someday.

Surgical Component: 
In April 2007, The Hope Alliance led a surgical expedition to 

El Estor, Guatemala with physicians from St. Josephs Re-

gional Hospital. Roman Brady was the attending physician 

along with Amanda Westfall, Phillip Burk, and Kerry Dern-

bach. One of the purposes of this expedition was to perform 

various orthopedic surgeries and teach the Ponseti casting 

technique to locals and thereby provide a long-term non-

invasive/non-surgical approach in correcting club foot. 

The Ponseti casting technique was designed by Ignacio Pon-

seti in the 1940’s. The technique involves manipulation of 

the joints and bones of newborns born with a club foot. The 

series of casting usually takes about three months with ma-

nipulation of the foot every week; it has shown to be success-

ful in 50 – 95% of the cases. 

Roman Burk taught the Ponseti casting technique to Eli Lopez, the Healthcare Director of Raxche 

and Victor Castellanos, over the project development for Raxche. It requires two people to correctly 

perform the technique; one person manipulates the foot while the other person casts the foot. Cur-

rently Guatemala is the only location where Ponseti training has been initiated with local village 

health workers, but in the future we would like to have a residency program in place with St. Jo-

sephs Regional Hospital to provide ongoing support to the local hospital in El Estor for further 

training. We also want to give education to the local midwives and health promoters through our 

Sustainable Health Care Improvement Model which will include a health education curriculum that 

will address the stigma in the rural villages related to club foot. We also want to teach the midwives 

how to identify and recognize the infants at an early age to decrease the risk of surgery and so they 

can receive help from the start to correct the problem of club foot. 

 Collaboration with Universities: 
In May of 2007, the Westminster College nursing program and The Hope Alliance joined forces 

to take a team of nine students and four adults to rural mountain villages in Guatemala.  This 

collaborative effort between an academic institution and a humanitarian organization yielded 

positive outcomes for the students and villagers. There were two main purposes of the trip:   

 

1) to assess the knowledge and skills of lay midwives and village health promoters, and 2) to 

assess the health status and living conditions of families in three villages, which were previously 

determined to be high, medium, and low risk communities. Under the first objective, students 

were invited to visit with midwives and health promot-

ers from local mountain villages.  One of the meetings 

resulted in an educational question and answer session, 

during which students taught midwives how to prevent 

post-partum hemorrhage by teaching new mothers to 

do their own fundal massage. They also instructed 

them how to prevent infant death from dehydration, 

self-breast examination techniques, and how to take  

blood pressures and analyze them in relation to preg-

nancy risk.  Relating to the second objective, students 

were asked by the Health Promoters, or Cocodes to identify risks within the aforementioned 

villages and to make recommendations during a tri-village meeting.  This gave students a 

teaching opportunity to address the community health issues and to emphasize health-

promoting behaviors. Teams assessed the communities with interpreters, using a special-

ized survey tool. Practicing nurses and student 

nurses in training applied this knowledge by nour-

ishing their cultural sensitivity and opening themselves to impromptu teaching opportunities. 

 

Currently, we have submitted a grant proposal to USAID and are awaiting the go ahead on a 

two – year curriculum for the local midwives and health promoters. Because of the high ma-

ternal/infant mortality rate, this curriculum would start with teaching about simple concepts 

such as frequent hand washing and good hygiene and then lead into a clean birth and postpar-

tum care. The Hope Alliance is dedicated to health teaching and education. We hope to take 

this curriculum into other countries in the future.

The Rotary

Lake  clubs, 

have joined 

together in 

an effort  to 

add protein 

rich fish to the 

diets  of three 

villages. A 

natural lagoon 

near Tarapoto 

will be used to 

raise fish that 

will benefit 

1,300 people. 

$24,000 was 

raised be-

tween the three Rotary Clubs, District 5420 and Rotary Interna-

tional through matching grants to be used for the fish farm. 

Grant money is being used to buy 400,000 fry, fish food, and 

predator protective netting. The village people will do their part 

in helping to build and sustain the fish farm. Eventually, the 

village would like to build a lab for water analysis to keep the 

fish in a healthy environment. When the project becomes self 

sustaining and extra fish is produced, the villagers will be able 

to sell the extra fish to neighboring villages for income. The 

most important goal is to see each grade school child receive 

protein for lunch on a daily basis. Improving health and well-

ness is a goal we can all celebrate. 

We took an exploratory trip in July to assess the healthcare needs in Kenya. The main 

problem with their system is that the population has grown much faster than the system’s 

ability to meet the health needs of the population. The health system in Kenya is a four-

tiered referral system. The lower levels refer to the higher levels if the critical health need 

of the patient exceeds the capability of that level. For the next few years, we will be assist-

ing one facility in each of the lower three tiers. 

In the first tier we will help to complete the Matumbi Village Health Dispensary. It is still  

under construction, but when it is finished it will support around 4,500 people from Ma-

tumbi and other surrounding villages. The villagers also expressed the need for  village 

health worker training at the dispensary that would include: emergency triage, knowledge 

of common drugs, first aid, control of diseases, sanitation, and basic hygiene knowledge.  

The second tier we will help is the Samburu Health Clinic; the Matumbi  Health Dispen-

sary makes referrals to the Samburu Health Clinic. Typical problems the health team sees 

there are: malaria, respiratory problems, skin conditions, wound infestation, cysts from 

water and typhoid fever, diarrhea, hypertension, diabetes, STI’s, anemia, schistosomiasis, and fever. Their main needs are: lab sup-

plies/equipment, medications for STD’s, and they want to build a maternity shelter to house women when they are nine months preg-

nant to stay until delivery. The health center believes this would greatly reduce the death rate from village deliveries and postpartum 

complications. 

The third level we will help is the Msambweni District Hospital. This hospital serves the south coast area at around 991,000 people. 

The nurses there said the number one cause of death on the women’s ward was sepsis because of unclean births by Traditional Birth 

Attendants in the local villages. We will also be supporting this hospital with surgical expeditions and training.  

We will be supporting the entire south coast ministry of health district with basic life support seminars. We hope to start Basic Life 

Support,  Pediatric Advanced Life Support, and Advanced Cardiac Life Support training and possibly some initial health worker 

training in the Kwale district of Kenya.
